REHEARSAL ETIQUETTE
1. Rehearsals run from 7.30pm to 9.30m with a 15min break on Thursdays in designated terms.

2. At the beginning of term Sue will come round as ask when you are likely to attend in term.  This is so we can make sure that we can arrange to rehearse the music to the best effect.
3. .If you are not going to make a rehearsal please at least get in touch with your section leader (who should let the conductor know)..  The aim is to get continuity in rehearsal through the term to get the best result for the concert.
PLEASE DO:

· Be ready to start at 7.30

· Enjoy the rehearsal

· Practice silently when others are talking about the music in hand.  Despite what you think it can be heard!

PLEASE DON’T’

· Chat to your neighbour in the middle of the rehearsal, particularly when rehearsing stops to talk about the music.  Please save it for the break.
CONCERT ETIQUETTE

1. The assumption is that you want to attend rehearsals regularly because you are planning to play in the end of term concert (notwithstanding life’s events).  Attending fewer than half the rehearsals makes it more likely you will be asked not to play in the concert – it’s very difficult to get continuity if people dip in and out.
2. A month before a concert, Sue will come round and ask for confirmation (or not) that you are playing in the concert.  If you know sooner that you are not playing please let Sue know so we can think about getting in extras.  If you haven’t told Sue you haven’t told anyone!

3. If you are playing in the concert please do your best to be at every rehearsal in the final month.
4. The final rehearsal before the concert will be in St Peter’s and probably will be the first chance to play with any soloist – if you are playing in the concert please be there!

5. Everyone playing in the concert is expected to be at the concert afternoon rehearsal in St Peter.  Please talk to the conductor and chairman (together) – face-to-face if you think there may be any difficulties.  Please do not send in texts or tell a friend about concert rehearsal absences.
6. The concert is meant to be fun for everyone and this enjoyment will be increased with everyone being there.
